THE ENGINE

1.The engine is the source of power that makes the car move. It is usually called
an internal combustion engine because gasoline is burned within its cylinders or
combustion chambers. Most automobilc engines have six or eight cylinders.

2.The operating cycle of the four-stroke engine that takes place in the engine
cylinder can be divided into four strokes. The upper limit of the piston movement
is called the top dead centre. The lower limit of piston movement is called the
bottom dead centre. A stroke is the piston movement from the top dead centre 1o
the bottom dead centre, or from the bottom dead centre 1o the top dead centre. In
other words, the piston completes a stroke cach time it changes the direction of its
motion.

3.Where the entire cycle of events in the cylinder requires four strokes (two
crankshaft revolutions), the engine is called a four-stroke cycle engine. The four
strokes are: intake, compression, power and exhaust.
